Lyric Analysis Assignment Instructions
Once you have chosen your song from the list you are required to dissect the messages and writing techniques used by the author.  When your analysis is complete, you are required to prepare a written report, as well as a Smart Notebook or PowerPoint presentation.
Your written report should follow the organization specified below:

Page 1:  Title page; including your name, song title, date, and class

Page 2:  A print out of your song lyrics with every fifth line numbered

Page 3:  Introduction, in which you discuss the musician/band.  Include background

information, awards, album title, and family history.

Page 4-5:  Write substantial paragraphs on the outer meaning, inner meaning, secret

meaning in which you go into detail about the lyrics.  Use your notes to guide you through this process.  Be sure to reference any lines or verses as you discuss them.  This is where you will dissect the lyrics line by line, verse by verse.

Page 6: Figures of speech and writing techniques; here you will focus on any figures of

speech or other writing techniques (hyperbole, simile, metaphor, personification, alliteration, satire, onomatopoeia, analogy, irony, imagery)  the songwriter might have used.  This section does not necessarily have to be in paragraph form, rather point form will do.
Page 7:  Conclusion.  In a well-written paragraph, summarize your learning.  What you

liked about the assignment, what you found difficult etc.  Highlight those things you learned from your song that you didn’t know before.  Why would or wouldn’t you recommend this song to another person?

Your oral presentation will include the following:

1)  A viewing or listening of your song (You Tube, or CD).

2)  A brief summary of the musician/band and their career.

3)  An extensive discussion of the outer meaning and inner meaning found in your song.
4)  Point out any figures of speech or other writing techniques in the lyrics.
