Principals Report 

Mrs. Sullivan reported on the following items of interest:

1. Grade 6 Literacy – a formative assessment was performed in October, results were received in November. These results will be used to assist students in the immediate future. It is color coded for quick reference.
2. PSSC Budget – There is currently $1,179 in the PSSC budget. Approval for spending has been deferred until the next meeting.

3. International Students – On Thanksgiving Monday, Mrs. Sullivan met with the principal from a school in Columbia. HMS is considering a 12 week program as represented by Bruce MacDonald, AIE, Department of Education. Currently there are only boys who will be participating in this program. It would be effective April to June 2010. For every 10 students the district accepts into the program, one teacher is provided.

4. International Collaborative Projects – Mrs. Stewart, Ms Waye and Mrs. Sullivan will be working collaborately on cross curricular projects involving students from Fredericuss School in Holland.

5. Follow up on construction – Construction is almost complete. The only items left are the railings to be installed for the steps at the gym door and on Campbell Street remain.
a. H1N1 vaccinations were completed on 13th September 2009. There were no adverse reactions on site.

b. Half Pints – The basketball team entertained and educated our grade 6 & 7 students. A special event will be prepared for Grade 8’s as they were unable to attend.

6. Smartboards – the computer lab will receive a smartboard along with 6 new computers, for a total of 28 computers.

a. A smartboard will also be installed in the science lab.

b. Room 215 has been proposed to District 16 as a second computer lab. Mrs. Sullivan will enter the proposal for next year’s budget. 
7. Summit Twenty First Century – This Principals forum took place in St. Andrews. The precept is to focus learning around childrens’ interest to increase productivity. 

8. Bilingual Culture in Anglophone Schools – HMS has incorporated a new committee consisting of Cheryl Richardson, Doris McKinnon, Jennifer Doucet (parent) and Jennifer Sullivan. This committee will hold a planning group tomorrow to discuss incorporating French culture into the facility.

9. School Improvement Plan – Mrs. Sullivan will provide this plan on paper within 2-3 weeks. This plan will take 3-5 years to fully implement. The main focus being literacy, numeracy and science. Goals will be SMART: systematic, measurable, attainable, realistic, and timely.

10. Home and School – Mrs. Sullivan will hold a home and school meeting next week. The committee agreed the home and school committee is a vital part to our school.
